
Medical Campus Grand Opening 
Celebrates Solutions for Healthcare

MORENO VALLEY, CA – A Grand Opening celebration for the first Assisted
Living facilities in Riverside County to provide care for those suffering with
diabetes, chronic pain, cancer, arthritis, cardiac and dementia problems, all in
one location, will be held from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m., Saturday, January 12 at
Integrated Care Communities Medical Care Campus (ICC) in Moreno Valley. 

The event will showcase ICC’s Assisted Living units, a new model for long-
term healthcare.  A light lunch will be served and children will be enter-
tained with a petting zoo and air bouncer. 

The nine-acre medical campus is located adjacent to the Riverside County
Regional Medical Center, at the corner of Nason St. and Cactus Ave. in
Moreno Valley.  The medical campus represents a unique partnership
between a nonprofit (ICC) and a public health provider (County of
Riverside) and is the only project of its kind in the nation. The ICC Medical
Care Campus will offer all necessary long term care services in one location
under the purview of one provider.

The new ICC Campus is designed to be a one-stop shop for government
agencies, insurance companies and managed care organizations seeking
every possible choice of care for their clients at one location with greater
efficiency and less cost than the alternatives.  As a result, ICC has created
an efficient, seamless transition of moderate cost quality care from acute
care hospital stay to home health visits and everything in-between. Few
long-term care facilities anywhere can boast of ICC’s shared resources and
the synergy of having professional nurses, MD and specialists available to
residents 24 hours a day, seven days a week.

“It’s a brilliant tactic for public-sector survival in this health-care market-
place,” observed Denise Martin, chief executive of the California Association
of Public Hospitals and Health Systems.  “If we don’t adopt private-sector,
competitive strategies, we won’t survive,” she told the Wall Street Journal.

For Dr. Carl Rowe, the creative genius driving ICC, the Grand Opening con-
firms that his dream, the culmination of a quarter century of leadership in
healthcare, is coming true. 
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ÒThe response has been very positive,Ó comments Dr. Rowe, Òthe Alzheimer unit is nearly
full, and the other units are approaching 80% occupancy.Ó  In addition to Assisted Living
and Adult Day Care, ICC will eventually provide two other major new medical facilities:
Skilled Nursing and Child Care.  ICC clients have clean and sunny private rooms with full
bath, exit doors from each bedroom, a private patio for each room, outdoor barbecue area
and beautifully landscaped family visiting areas, plus on-site child care for visiting rela-
tives.  The dining room features a cozy pass-thru fireplace and a large, colorful saltwater
aquarium.

Always eager to use the best tools available to improve the quality of life, ICC offers the
latest technology to make it easier for families to reach out and touch each other.  Each
room is equipped to offer with an easy-to-use remote videophone, allowing real time access
for grandma to share in the joyful sights and sounds of her grandchildÕs birthday party.  

The good old days when doctors made house calls can be recalled with the touch of a fin-
gertip.  Using this same advanced videophone technology, each guest can have a face-to-
face chat with their doctor in the comfort and privacy of their own living room.

The Assisted Living Center provides assistance with medication and all other daily living
activities, daily nurse coverage and assessment, a wellness center offering in-ground
hydrotherapy, massage therapy, aromatherapy and healing hands therapy as well as
planned social events and activities.
